NOW THAT you’ve decided to bring The Money Pit to town, we’d like to help you make it a real splash by helping issue a local press release.  Promoting the show and the station this way is smart radio.  Here’s why:

· Sizzle – Getting a mention in your local paper build’s sizzle for the show and station before you even turn us on the first time.

· Money – Getting a local article printed can help you find local sponsors for the show.  More accurately, it’ll help them find you!  After all, many of your best prospects are already newspaper advertisers.  Time and time again, we’ve had local advertisers call radio stations after they’ve seen a mention in the paper or even heard a pre-launch promo to ask: “How can I advertise on that show?”  Heck – it doesn’t get much easier than that for the sales department!

· Collateral – The clippings that come out of these make nice additions to your station’s sales kits and are also useful to cover up those holes in the lobby walls!

EASY AS 1-2-3

To make this as easy as possible to do, we’ve created a draft press release for you to copy.  Here’s what you need to do.

1. Take a look at the next two pages.  Edit the copy where indicated in RED.  When finished, copy the whole thing on to your station’s letterhead.

2. Look up all the daily and weekly newspapers in your listening area, or call us, we’ll provide you a mail, fax and email distribution list.

3. Distribute the release to all the daily and weekly newspapers in your listening area.  Then, call to follow up with the editor to answer questions and encourage them to run the story.

If you need help, just let us know.  If you like, we’ll even send the release to your local newspapers for you!  Simply edit the following pages, and send them back to us.
